Five Years

The plan is to invest $5000
annually in domestic church
planting and $5000 in
foreign missions through
faith promise. 50% of the
budget to home missions,
50% to foreign missions.
The amounts can be
adjusted depending on your
mission budget. We are
using a budget of $10,000
annually as an example.

The Biblical way to do
missions is actually to
invest 75% of you missions
budget in home missions
and 25% in foreign
missions, Acts 1:8, and to
plant churches that will
plant other churches (2
Timothy 2:2. Churches
must reproduce to be
Biblical. In five years the
church plant becomes
indigenous and you start
another one. The churches
that are planted plant more
churches using the same
Biblical method of
supporting missions.
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Every five years the mother
church plants another and each
baby church does the same so
the number of home churches
grows by one every five years.
Each church gives only $5000 to
home church planting and $5000
to foreign missions, but without
any of the churches raising their
missions budget they are
multiplying their effort at home
and abroad. Each church is
contributing $5000 per year to
foreign missions so at the end of
15 years the churches collectively
are giving $20,000 to foreign
missions per year. Over five
years that comes to $100,000.
That could not be accomplished
by the original church planting
church without a serious effort to
home missions first.

That is why we must
not neglect home mission,
our Judaea and Samaria. If
we do it strictly Biblical and use
75% of our effort toward home
Missions we would generate even
more funds for foreign missions
while insuring our own nation does
not lose it's spiritual heritage in the
process. That's God's plan, a
strong foreign missions program
must be built on a strong home
missions program. You can’t have
one without the other and the home
missions program must be the
priority.
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You always build a foundation before
you attempt to build a building. Home
missions is the foundation of foreign
missions. Following this pattern from
the Book of Acts in 25 years you would
give 1.4 million dollars to missions.
